V. Teacher Licensure and State News
Patt Webb, who is on an advisory council for the state board of education, introduced information about Teacher Licensure.  She explained that only the state can award licensure, but that non higher-ed entities, which can include school systems, non-profits, and for-profit organizations, will be able to prepare an individual for licensure.  This is only for those individuals who already have a bachelor's degree who have experience in a field other than teaching and want to teach in their area of expertise.  A discussion of the possible ramifications ensued. 
From the state, Patt Webb also noted that on the new high school design project, for  beginning freshmen, graduation with distinction or honors will be based on ACT scores; students have to reach all college benchmarks for honors;  a composite of 31 on ACT for distinction.  The present wording does not include foreign language, but Patt pointed out the correlation between higher GPA’s and foreign language study.  Patt also noted that there is a requirement of mentors for new teachers.  
IV: Committee Reports 
Membership:  The committee is working on a database of foreign language teachers and faculty in Tennessee.  Committee members have lists of schools to be researched during the year for foreign language teachers.  Will Thompson has compiled a list for college and universities.   These lists will be used to identify current TFLTA members and non-members.  Non-members will receive a letter encouraging them to join TFLTA. 

Nominations: Kris Climer reported that the committee has a balanced slate with nine confirmed candidates.
Additional candidates will be sought.  We have one confirmed and one potential candidate for 2nd VP: 
Debbie Hoffmann (confirmed) and Alicia Merri- field (potential).  The slate was approved.
