CHINESE: ROOM 231
Effective Educational Tour Programs for High School Students

Educational tour programs provide powerful opportunities for K-12 students to apply the
language learned in a classroom setting into a real-world situation. The benefits of educa-
tional tours are well documented. Since 2012, Hardin Valley Academy (HVA) have held
annual summer educational tours in Taiwan. In this session, participants will hear a brief
overview of the research on educational tours and will learn about the Educational Tour Pro-
gram at HVA including, length of the study, cost and funding sources, host families, and
other approaches to implementation. In this session, participants will also learn what some
essential factors that ensure the success of the program are. In addition, the presenter will
talk about what the considerations are when planning the trip using personalized and local-
ized approaches.
